Hungry Grouches

How do you act when you get hungry? If
dinner is late or service is slow, are you known
for your patience?

Moses told the people that God made
them hungry in the desert to find out how they
would handle it. Would they still keep the
commandments even when they were hungry?

Imagine being judged on how you acted
when you were hungry. Most of us would want
to be judged in other circumstances: on those
occasions when we helped our neighbor, when
we gave a generous gift, or surprised someone
with a compliment. But how we act when we
are hungry? That is not fair.

In reality, we are hungry all the time. We
hunger for justice, for love, for faith, and for
community. We hunger for deeper union with
the God who made us. If God wonders how we
behave when we are hungry, the evidence
mounts up every moment of every day.

The manna that God sent to the desert
fed hungry bellies, and the word that God
spoke through Moses fed hungry spirits. If
people responded in gratitude, they pleased
God.

When we gather for Eucharist, God’s
word forms us and God’s food feeds us. If we
respond in gratitude, we please God.

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SOME THOUGHTS ABOUT HOLY COMMUNION

Our Catholic Faith rejoices in the belief of Christ being truly present in the
Sacrament of the Eucharist.

From the beginning Christians have understood the words of Jesus :" this
IS my Body" to simply mean what Christ has said; "l am giving myself to

you".

We do not twist the words of Scripture to say this is ONLY a symbol of my
body; or this is ONLY areminder of my body.

In Holy Communion we believe that Jesus offers Himself to us and for us; "
fully, totally & completely " as our Food and as our Forgiveness.

What a tremendous gift the Lord offers us each and every time we gather in
His name to celebrate the Mass. Not only on Sundays, but at every
weekday Liturgy, Christ is HERE for us to be our unfailing Strength and our
Savior.

Just a few additional thoughts on how to prepare for Communion.

It is still the practice of the church to refrain from food one hour prior to
Communion. This means no gum or candy, (unless used to suppress a
coughing spell).

Since we are going to meet Christ Himself, proper and respectful attire is
simply common sense. Distracting or scanty outfits do not belong at Mass.

For those who receive Communion in the hand, please raise your hands
high enough so the minister knows this is your wish. Also, prayer

beads, tissues or keys should be removed.

If you receive Communion on the tongue, please tilt your head back and
extend your tongue so that the Blessed Sacrament may be easily offered to
you.

When approaching the Altar try not to bunch up at the priest's line. Be
aware that there are several other ministers of Communion present and
approach their station to receive.

Before receiving Holy Communion, a respectful bow of the head or even a
sign of the cross may be made.

Please try to remain in church for the final Blessing and hymn unless some
serious reason means you must leave.
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
